Part 1: Write a 5 paragraph essay in which you use three objects to represent aspects of you. Place your thesis last in your introduction. Use transitional phrases and topic sentences. Don’t’ forget to repeat your thesis in the conclusion. This really isn’t about length as much as it about basic essay organization. 
Brainstorm objects that represent your interests, ideals, personality traits, or cultural affiliations. Remember cultures can vary significantly. Teacher culture is different from student culture. (Please try to avoid cell phones, but do include representations for things like being a friend, a passion for movies, or gaming.)
Examples: 

Skateboard = Avid skateboarder

Cross = devout Christian

French horn = musical

Bluebonnet = Texan 

Elephant = I care a lot about family. 

Tent = avid camper
Recycle sign = environmentalist

Requirements: 200 words min. typed due next class day. This isn’t really about being long and lengthy as much as it about essay structure and talking about yourself. Your essay should have a proper heading on the upper right corner:
